Day 01 (10th May) Fri :- Bengaluru to Pune (MH), Distance : 850 Kms,| FLAG OFF

Grand Flag from Bangalore at 5:30 AM IST. 

A day to kick off the biggest possible expedition of India to create a history.

We flag off our convoy from Bengaluru from a common meet up point 
and proceed towards Pune. Overnight stay in Pune.

Day 02 (11th May) Sat :- Pune to Kevadia (GJ), Distance :- 550 Kms

Today we drive from Pune towards Kevadia (Gujarat) via Mumbai. We experience
smooth drive on Pune Mumbai Expressway.

Kevadia is famous for world’s tallest Statue Of Unity (SOU).

We Reach around evening and experience Laser Light Show at SOU.

Overnight stay in Kevadia.

Day 03 (12th May) Sun :- Kevadia to Udaipur (RJ), Distance :- 400 Kms

Today Morning we again visit The Statue of Unity statue which is 182 metres (597 ft). 
It rises 54 metres (177 ft) higher than the previous record holder, the Spring Temple 
Buddha in China's Henan province. Post SOU we head towards Udaipur

After we reach Udaipur we explore Udaipur lake and Sajjangadh Monsoon Fort and 
reach our hotel.

India has across the nation. The day is long, upon reaching the hotel have dinner and 
rest.

Day 04 (13th May) Mon :- Udaipur to Jaipur (RJ), Distance :- 400 Kms

Post Breakfast we head towards Jaipur. Today evening we explore Hawa Mahal 
and Jal Mahal in Jaipur. 
We get time to explore local market and then back to hotel. Finish dinner and 
overnight stay in Jaipur.

Day 05 (14th May) Tue :- Jaipur to Chandigarh (CH) via HR , Distance :- 475 Kms

Here we start our journey towards Chandigarh. Post Breakfast on the way we 
will go to Amber Palace in Jaipur. 

Upon reaching Chandigarh we do a quick briefing and introduction with Team 
Himalayan Panthers post which we can have dinner and rest for the day. 

Ø Himalayan Panthers are our travel partners into the Himalayan terrain.
Ø Team will provide back up starting from Chandigarh till Srinagar.
Ø They also provide mechanical support across the Himalayan terrains.

Day 06 (15th May) Wed :- Chandigarh to Kullu/Manali (HP), Distance :- 310 Kms

Post Breakfast we head towards Kullu/Manali. A day to touchdown Himalayan 
Terrain

Today the drive is scenic and adventurous as we start our journey towards Manali.

A drive of different terrains and ghats which will be a small test of your paMence 
while we drive through scenic hills. Upon reaching the desMnaMon team will be
welcomed with DHOL and Nagada. Post that have dinner and rest for the day. 

Day 07 (16th May) Thu :- Local Explore

A day to relax and explore Kullu & Manali. Do acMviMes like Paragliding, RaUing 
and spend someMme in the famous River side Café in the evening. Also a day to 
get your cars checked before the most adventurous drive starts to Leh. 

Post dinner will keep special Himachali cultural show post that briefing would 
be done and the organisers would explain the rules and guidelines. Get a good 
sleep before the next big day.

Day Wise I*nerary

Day 08 (17th May) Fri :- Manali to Sarchu (HP), Distance :- 180 Kms

The real adventure starts from here after breakfast.

Today we cross Atal Tunnel (World’s longest tunnel above 10000 ft., Keylong. 
We encounter the most adventurous terrain of this journey exploring Suraj Taal, 
Zing Zing Bar, Gaata Lops, Pagal Nala, and world famous KhardungLa Pass. 

We reach Sarchu (no men’s land) and stay overnight at sub-zero 
temperature into Swiss Tents.



Day Wise Itinerary

Day 09 (18th May) Sat :- Sarchu to Leh (LA), Distance :- 250 Kms

Today we start our journey from Sarchu and officially enters the land of Ladakh via Nakeela and Lachangla Pass 16,617 ft. 
Lunch at Pang. After Lunch drive to Leh passing through Skyangchu Thang (Biggest and Highest Plateau on Earth on Stretch of 
42 Kms), Tanlang La Pass 17,5856ft(2nd highest motorable road in the worls) and Indus Valley.
Upon arrival in Leh check in at the Hotel. Overnight in hotel and time to acclimatize yourself. Leh is the capital city of Ladakh.

Day 10 (19th May) Sun :- Leh Local,

After breakfast drive to explore the beauty of Shanti Stupa, Leh palace, Thiksey Monastry, Mall road, Hall of Fame etc.

Day 11 (20th May) Mon :- Leh to Nubra Valley via KhardungLa, Distance :- 120 Kms

After breakfast, we drive to Nubra valley. The journey from Leh to Nubra spans 39 km and passes through the iconic 
Khardung La Pass. At an altitude of 17,582 ft., it is one of the most highest motorable roads in the world.
We also explore Diskit Monastery in Hudar valley. Overnight stay into swiss tents.

Day 12 (21st May) Tue :- Nubra Valley - Thang Village (LOC) - Nubra 250 kms total drive.

After an early breakfast, we head out from the camp/hotel, and drive to Thang Via Shyok War memorial and Thang.
Thang is one of the northernmost villages of India, second only to Murgo Village, the northernmost village of India. 
Also known as the last village of India.
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Day 13 (22nd May) Wed :- Nubra to Pangong TSO, Distance :- 240 Kms

Reigning at an altitude of 13,930 ft., the alpine lake of Pangong spans about 5 - 8 km in width and 140 km in length, 
sharing territory with India (30%) and China (70%). Catch the slanting rays of the sun on the bright, crystal-clear water
of the lake, which also bears beautiful reflections of the barren hills that guard it. Throughout the day, catch the shuttle 
change in the colors of the lake - from clear blue to dark green to turquoise and more. Overnight stay at the Cottages. 

Day 14 (23rd May) Thu :- Pangong to Leh via ChangLa Pass, Distance :- 225 Kms

After an early breakfast, we drive back to Leh via Chang La Pass, another one of the world’s highest motorable road. A scenic 
8 hours drivebringsyoutothetopofChangLaPass,aperfectspotforphotography.FromChangLaPass,we head down to Leh. 
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Day 15 (24th May) Fri :- Leh to Drass, Distance :- 240 Kms

Post breakfast we check out from the hotel and proceed towards Kargil. On the way we explore Magnetic hills, 
Gurudwara Pathar Sahib, FotuLaPass, NamikaLa Pass. Visit Kargil War memorial, Drass. Reach the hotel and rest post dinner. 

Day 16 (25th May) Sat :- Drass to Srinagar (J&K) Via Zozila Pass, Distance :- 150 Kms

After an early breakfast, we drive to Srinagar via Zojila Pass,Zero Point Sonmarg. A scenic 5 hours drive brings you to the 
beautiful city of Srinagar. After experiencing Shikara Ride in Dal lake check in to the hotel and enjoy the day. 
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Day 17 (26th May) Sun :- Srinagar to Amritsar (PB), Distance :- 440 Kms

After an early breakfast, check-out from hotel and proceed towards Amritsar. Reach Amritsar and rest overnight. 

Day 18 (27th May) Mon :- Amritsar Local

Wake up and post breakfast visit Golden temple, Jalianwala Bagh, Gobindgarh fort, and Wagah Border. 

Post The Beating Retreat Ceremony we head back towards market. Explore the city life and post dinner rest. 



Day Wise I*nerary

Day 19 (28th May) Tue :- Amritsar to Mathura/Vrindavan (UP), Distance :- 600 Kms

After an early breakfast, check-out from hotel and proceed towards Vrindavan. On the way see Jalandhar, Ludhiana. 
Reach Vrindavan and and rest overnight. 

Day 20 (29th May) Wed :- Vrindavan to Gwalior (MP), Distance :- 180 Kms

After an early breakfast, check-out from hotel and proceed towards Krishna Janam Bhumi or Taj Mahal. Post that take the 
highway to Gwalior via Chambal Ghaati. Upon reaching visit Gwalior fort, Scindia Palace. Check-In and rest post dinner.



Day Wise Itinerary

Day 21 (30th May) Thu :- Gwalior to Nagpur (MH), Distance :- 700 Kms

After an early breakfast, check-out from hotel and proceed towards Nagpur. A long journey back via Jhansi. Reach Nagpur 
and rest post check-in. 

Day 22 (31st May) Fri :- Nagpur to Hyderabad (TS), Distance :- 500 Kms

After an early breakfast, check-out from hotel and proceed towards Hyderabad. Reach Hyderabad and rest post check-in. 

Day 23 (1st June) Sat :- Hyderabad to Bengaluru (KA), Distance :- 560 Kms (Time to be Home)

After an early breakfast, check-out from hotel and proceed towards Bengaluru. Reach Bengaluru and a small meet at NH7 for 
a quick chai break. The trip ends here and we hope that you have taken a lot of memories back home with this Road trip.
